Re: Request for VETO of AB 569 (Emmerson) Union Only Meal Period Carve Out
Dear Governor Schwarzenegger:

Nearly every employer is subject to the overly restrictive meal period statute which has resulted in costly litigation.  <<TELL HOW YOU STRUGGLE WITH COMPLYING WITH THE MEAL PERIOD STATUTE>>
AB 569 would carve out ONLY UNION commercial drivers, construction workers, security guards and electrical workers from the meal period statute. We urge you to continue to fight for a comprehensive fix and be consistent with your previous veto of a meal period carve out, (AB 2593 Keene 2005).  In that veto message you capture the same concerns we have with this bill: “While well-intentioned, I cannot support this bill because it singles out a specific group of employers and employees for relief from a problem that plagues almost every industry in this state.” We thank you for all your pass work on this very important issue.
